Although many licensed surplus line brokers adhere to the Insurance Code, Department Regulation 24, and Bulletin 20-87 in making timely report and tax filings, a few are consistently delinquent in filing formsSL-2 and/or remitting the 4% brokers’ tax by the required due dates and incur monetary penalties.
