NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies and Going Concern

A. Accounting Practices

The accompanying statutory financial statements of Coventry Health Care of Kansas, Inc. ("the Company”),
indirectly a wholly-owned subsidiary of Aetna Inc. ("Aetna"), have been prepared in conformity with accounting
practices prescribed or permitted by the Kansas Insurance Department (“Kansas Department”) (“Kansas
Accounting Practices”). The Kansas Department recognizes only statutory accounting practices prescribed or
permitted by the State of Kansas for determining and reporting the financial condition and results of operations of
an insurance company, which include accounting practices and procedures adopted by the National Association
of Insurance Commissioners' (“NAIC”) Accounting Practices and Procedures Manual (“NAIC SAP”).

B. Use of Estimates in the Preparation of the Financial Statements

The preparation of these financial statements in conformity with Kansas Accounting Practices requires
management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and
revenues and expenses. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

C. Accounting Policies

(1) through (5) - No significant change.
(6) Securities Lending

The Company engages in securities lending by lending certain securities from its investment portfolio to
other institutions for short periods of time. Borrowers must post cash collateral in the amount of 102% to
105% of the fair value of a loaned security. The fair value of the loaned securities is monitored on a daily
basis, with additional collateral obtained or refunded as the fair value of the loaned securities fluctuates.
The collateral is retained and invested by a lending agent according to the Company’s guidelines to
generate additional investment income for the Company. Pursuant to Statements of Statutory Accounting
